The first workshop of the Papua
Menabur (Papua Sows) OneStory
project is complete! The first 2 weeks
were introduction, computer training
and practice, and learning about
OneStory. The 3rd and final week
was a Mother Tongue Translator
seminar that also included MANY
other language groups (26 in all)!

Brian and Umico were fasilitators or coaches of the Dasijko language group.
Another couple, Martin and Lizbeth, were assigned to help this group also. We



were proud of the progress the 4 team members made in learning to type and
use the computer.

In the final week, the MTT seminar, the teams learned about the structure of
their language and the order of words. They worked on translating simple
sentences and finding out how their language worked. The seminar also
provided a comprehensive study of the Bible to help the translators with Bible

knowlege.

The next workshop is scheduled for July 27 - August 14. Then we will be
beginning with the story of creation and expect to do 2 stories during that
workshop.

We are very close to a final decision on where to go for the surgery, and then to
planning the trip. Please pray that especially Umico's concerns will be
satisfactorily resolved. She would like to be closer to home if possible, rather
than going all the way to India. We are checking the facilities and experience of
the doctors in Malaysia to see if it's just as good as what we found in India. The
medical consultant in India said that Doctor Oberoi there has performed over 50
knock knee surgeries, in addition to thousands of other surgeries with a very
high success rate. It's hard to top that!

We are making yet another trip to Papua at the end of May for the Nalca
Jubilee celebrations! This time we need to cover the cost ourselves. We
estimate our expenses for plane tickets and housing to be over $2000 for this
trip.
